Incident Occurs





Encourage wound to bleed and wash contaminated area with clean water.  Apply an appropriate dressing.





Complete inoculation/contamination incident form (ICI) and send to Employee Health and Wellbeing at Daisy Hill House, Lynfield Mount Hospital, Heights Lane, BRADFORD BD9 6DP

Submit 1 blood sample for anti HBs and storage from yourself.  Under clinical details on the pathology form, identify the nature of the injury and name the source of contamination eg needlestick injury doner: John Doe DOB: 13.12.07





Attend A&E at BRI or AGH


(within 1 hour of incident if  possible).





Arrange collection of 2 blood samples from the donor of the contamination injury for HIV, Hep C and HBsAg if able to do on-site.  These tests must be stated on the request form.  These samples must be taken by someone other than the injured party.  Under clinical details identify the nature of the injury and name the recipient of contamination eg needlestick recipient Jane Doe DOB 19.11.59.  If not able to do on-site, request that the source of the contamination injury attends their GP practice for blood samples to be taken immediately.





Samples should preferably be sent to Pathology at AGH.  State ward/dept as 56 Consultant 121, Employee Health and Welling.  Samples sent to Bradford Path Lab should have 5CH02 given as location.








Samples to be sent o pathology at Bradford Hospitals state location as 5CH02





Send the blood specimens and request forms immediately to Pathology at either AGH or BRI.
