To operate the LCD screen, you need the remote control.  This permanently resides in Chris Rushton’s pigeon hole.   Please remember to put the remote control back there.
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Press the power button 
· Wait for the blue ‘no signal’ screen

· Press the MENU button on the remote

· Use arrow keys on the remote to select Media Player
· Using the remote select USB Media Player
· Use arrow keys to scroll down to select Movie
· Select    /usb/a/
· Use the right arrow on the remote to select the file you want to play.   For instance, the general one is the main one.  The winter one is for winter. A slide show preview will appear.   
· Press QUICK  key on the remote

· Set the REPEAT section on the screen to the setting ‘All’ using the arrows on the remote.  This ensures the slide show plays again and again when it comes to the end.  
· Press the BACK button on the remote

· Press OK (central round little button on the remote) to play the media file
· Return the remote control to Chris Rushton’s pigeon hole.  This is the only remote control we have – without it, we are in trouble.

· To turn the TV off (e.g. at the end of surgery), hit the power button [image: image1.jpg]
